 With the change in the TWPD regulation regarding 

crossbows concerning hunting, and the inclusion of them at the 

national level in ASA competition, Cowtown Bowmen is 

considering allowing their use at our facility.  There has been a 

number of calls asking if we allow them, and with the growth 

that market of Archery is experiencing it is certainly something 

we may consider.  We have confirmed with the target 

manufacturers that crossbow arrows do no more damage to 

their targets than traditional or compound bows.  If this is 

something we move forward on, please keep an eye out for 

updated Range Safety Rules to clearly spell out how these 

items will be allowed to be used at our facility.
