known targets as not all clubs set ½ and ½.) 
Must shoot 4 out of 5 shoots to be considered for shooter of the year.  Highest 4 shoot total wins in 
each class for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in each class so if you shoot in all 5 your lowest score will be 
dropped. 
$10 per person to shoot kids 12 and under shoot free 
Awards will be given out at the last SOY shoot and then scores and results will be posted on each clubs 
web sites if the winner cannot attend the last shoot arrangements will be made to get the awards to them. 

COY Rules 
Each club will get a point for each shooter that attends a SOY shoot with a max of 10 points awarded. 
(The club that hosts the shoot will not be awarded participation points) The goal is to help out our fellow 
clubs drive their shoot participation levels. 
Each club will also get the following points awarded to them if one of their shooter places in the top 3 
for each shoot in their class. 1st = 3 points, 2nd  = 2 points and 3rd = 1 point
